After contacting the Orland Park Police, it was determined that the incident was unfounded, as the van belonged to a worker in the area. Nonetheless, the student is commended for being alert and for reporting the occurrence to school staff. 





Though this particular incident was not threatening, please take this opportunity to remind your children to be aware of their surroundings and cautious as they walk to and from school, especially if they walk alone. It is important that students report any suspicious activity to you and to school officials.
